Parents and Carers know and understand that: 
 

1. If my child is to be absent from school, I will inform the school office via Bromcom by 9:15am each day. 

 

2. When dropping off or collecting my child from school, I will strictly adhere to the school timings. 

 

3. My child must not bring any items from home into school or take any items from school to home unless specifically 

requested to by the class teacher. 

 

4. I must read all messages sent home via Bromcom and/ or email. 

 

5. I need to inform the school immediately of any changes to any of the emergency contact details held on the school 

database for my child. 

 

6. I will attend Parent Teacher Meetings held at the school. 

 

7. If my child is deemed unsafe, they will be sent home and cannot return to school until they can be safe.
